She started to use the talents He gave her to serve Him by joining her local church’s 

art ministry and by taking singing lessons to further develop her voice. In time she 

became a worship leader and serves especially in her congregation and at women’s 

conferences throughout South Africa. This way she became what God had meant for 

her to be. 

 

There 

are both original and well known worship songs on the album, written by known 

songwriters such as Louis Brittz himself, David Rius, Willie Kamffer, Jim Cowan and 

John Barnett as well as by talented newcomers, Abri Brancken and Dinti Lotz.
